The gibla guide is made of wood painted
with lacquer, which determines the
direction of the qibla in more than 54
countries in the Islamic world.

This masterpiece was made for a minister
during the reign of the Ottoman Sultan
Mahmud I, and bears the name of the
Maker (Baron Al- Mukhtar). Dated 1151
AH corresponding to 1738 - 1739 AD. Its
purpose was to deduce and accurately
know the direction of the gibla, and it was
decorated with 2 map with drawings of the
Great Mosque of Mecca, the northern
hemisphere to the equator, and various
Turkish inscriptions, ending with the text
“It occurred in the town of
Constantinople, may God protect him
from pests and calamities, in the year one

thousand and onc hundred and fifty-one.”.
